Every year, AIEN holds a Student Writing 
Competition for all full-time seniors in a four-year 
program and all graduate students enrolled at an 
accredited university. Students are able to choose a 
topic of their choice that is directly related to 
international energy negotiations. 

Each year, one winner is selected and awarded 
free registration, transportation to, and hotel 
acommodations for AIEN’s International Energy 
Summit or Model Contracts Workshop, as well as 
free membership for one year.

The AIEN Guest Speaker Program assists EAB 
member schools with finding AIEN members who
